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Medical English I (ME D) is designed to help students become independent lifelong learners

and healthcare professionals who can utilize English to contribute to the local and global

community. The course aims to develop students’ intercultural awareness

communicative competence in a medical context. Students are expected to acquire English
for Medical Purposes (EMP), which consists of Core English (general English) and Medical

English Terminology.
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[ Core English (CE)])
Students will:

1. develop the core English language skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

Students will:
1. use health-related vocabulary in basic speaking and writing tasks. (@Q@®)

[Global Awareness]
Students will:

1. develop intercultural understanding and awareness. (@D®)

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1. Students are evaluated in each course by the teacher in charge.

2. Eligibility for unit examinations is determined by the attendance rate in each teacher’s
course.

3. TOEFL ITP is required and is used to measure the student’s general English ability.
TOEFL ITP scores are converted to a percentage score out of 100 (450 is converted to
60%) and added to the overall grade.

*Note: Students scoring less than 450 on the TOEFL ITP must take make-up classes
and take a make-up examination (at their own expense).

4. Students are required to pass all four courses in Session 1 and 2. The final evaluation
for ME I will be a combination of evaluations from all four courses plus TOEFL ITP.
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A total of about one hour of study is required for each class per week.

e Medical terminology: Review the class activities and prepare for the quiz in the next class.

e Speaking/listening: Read and complete activities on assigned pages of the textbook.

Preview the upcoming lesson and be ready to actively participate in the upcoming class.

o  Writing: Finish writing activities that were not completed in class. If necessary, revise

previous work for resubmission.

e Reading/grammar/TOEFL preparation: Review the class activities and prepare for the

quiz in the next class.
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Teachers will provide students with feedback on assessments as needed.
